Youth Ministry 
Overview 
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A typical Sunday morning Childrenôs Ministry time is 
divided into 3 blocks, each described in detail below: 

 
Exceptions to this standard format include Christmas 
and Easter, when Childrenôs Ministry is typically 
suspended, and summer-time.  On weeks that roughly 
correlate with the summer vacation of public school, 
Childrenôs Ministry assumes a modified format which 
includes: 
Á Suspending Small Groups. 
Á Frequently going to Bellamy Park for recreation 

and teaching. 
Á Generally a more flexible, less rigid formatting. 

 
 
We will typically make our Childrenôs Ministry area 
available for kids from preschool to 6th grade to have 
fun before church begins.  They can connect with 
mentors and other kids while playing games, creating 
a craft, or just hanging out.  This is also a non-
threatening way for new kids to loosen up. 
 
 
Our Big Group sessions follow the curriculum 
prepared by Willie George Ministries called Kids on 
the Move.  These sessions are exciting for children 
because they feature puppets, object lessons, multi-
media, stories, games, and lots of things to 
communicate with kids in ways that will build up their 
faith and knowledge of Godôs Word, and teach them 
how to apply it in everyday life.  This is also a time for 
children to receive salvation and prayer, and learn to 
exercise their gifts in the Body of Christ.  Children and 
teens are encouraged to serve during this time in 
some capacity.

Challenge 
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We believe that the Great Commission, our task to 
preach the Good News to the whole world, is not just 
for adults!

Each yearôs program may be 
centered on a different theme, such as Outer Space, 
Under the Sea, or Wild West.  There are always many 
opportunities to serve and make ñVKCò, our version of 
VBS, a success! 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
We make the effort to let the kids enjoy some ñchurch 
outside of churchò time each summer.  On one or two 
Sundays a month from June to August we transport 
our Childrenôs Ministry (preschool to 6th grade) by van 
to Bellamy Park, where they have a chance to play 
some games or on the playground, and still get a dose 
of the Word and praise. 
 
 
When Jesus instructed us to ñLet the children come,ò 
we believe this means to remove all obstacles from 
kidsô hearing the Word of God.  Since transportation is 
a hindrance for many children in our community, we 
offer to pick them up on Sunday mornings with our 
Church Van.
